“Another mathematical  way to look at contra dances is 
in terms of geometric  transformations and the symmetries 
of a square—which takes you into the realm of group 
theory.”

Treasurer's Report: Jaydra has updated QuickBooks. Will 
meet w/ Sarah in August to transfer data. Cassandra 
Greene is officially our accountant. Letter sent to IRS 
requesting cancellation of incomplete filing penalty.
ECD:  Ball registration is open; ball weekend is 11/4-6.
Contra: Another techno is planned for Oct 8 at Fulton.  
Sparser budget.
Raindance:   Talent is booked: a 5-6 person Great Bear, 
Stringrays (with Rodney Miller), Sarah Von Norstrand and 
Beth Molaro.
